Activity Instructions

1. Listen to the story “Only One You” by Linda Kranz

2. Use the drawing tool to plan your designs for your
rock paintings. You need to select at least three

rocks to paint.

3. One of your designs must be some sort of fish -
related to the book “Only One You*”, the other

designs will need to be something that represents

you - it could be your favourite place, object,

saying or your name.

4. Apply a basecoat/primer to prepare your rock for
your design. This is like a background that will help
the paint stay on the rock. You will need to repeat
this step to get a nice solid background.

5. When your basecoat is dry you can then use the
paint pens to apply your design.

6. When your design is dry place it in the basket to
be sealed, to protect your design.

7. Take a photo of your painted rocks and upload the
photo to Seesaw.

8. Using either the label text tool, microphone or

video to explain what you did to create your rock

design.

9. Tap check to save
your work to your

learning journal.
